WHAT IS IT’S MY SHOUT? – BETH YW ‘IT’S MY SHOUT’?
Now in its 10th year It’s My Shout is calling for short film drama scripts for television, from both new and established writers who are either resident, or have been born in Wales. Writers can be of any age and can send in as many scripts as they like.
It’s My Shout produces a minimum of six short film dramas for television a year. Over the past ten years these have been broadcast on ITV Wales, S4C and BBC Cymru | Wales and several have gone on to win BAFTA CYMRU nominations and awards. For 2012 these short film dramas for television will be broadcast and supported by BBC Cymru | Wales.
It’s My Shout nurtures new and established talent across all departments, including ; pre-production, production, and post-production, both in front of and behind the camera.  It acts as a gateway to the industry and provides the opportunity for participants to learn new skills and demonstrate their talent and aptitude to potential employers.
It’s My Shout is supported by industry, business, training/education, and Local Authority partners, including ; BBC Cymru | Wales, SONY, the Film Agency for Wales, The Arts Council of Wales, RWCMD and many more…

WHAT STORIES ARE YOU LOOKING FOR? – SUT FATH O STRAEON?
We want to discover new, original ideas and imaginative scripts, which will entertain and inspire our audiences. You can send as many different scripts as you like. The main criteria are set out below:-
· We are looking for positive scripts which celebrate;
· Young people and their achievements

· Young people living in a vibrant, contemporary Wales. 
· The rich diversity in Wales; both geographically and socially
· Scripts must be approx. 10 minutes in length.

      (As a rough guide, 1 page usually equates to 1 minute of screen time)
· Pre-watershed projects which are suitable for general family viewing. 
· Challenging three dimensional roles for young people.
· Genres of the following will be considered:
· Comedy 
· Drama 

· Feel good

· Friendship
· Cast: 
· We welcome scripts that show an awareness of ethnic diversity and disability and there is no limit to the number of cast members you wish to incorporate. It is important to stress that the whole premise of the scheme is to provide opportunities to young people. 
· Whilst we have a number of professional adult actors who are happy take on roles, the scripts should offer scope for as many budding young actors as possible. 
· We will be casting from groups where the majority of participants are between the ages of 14-19 years. Although some scripts may feature young people below and above this range, we would need to ensure that we can include as many young people from within the 14-19 age range as possible.

· The opportunity for some scenes which require a large number of ‘supporting artist roles’  would be welcomed - so that we can remain as inclusive as possible to those individuals who are not selected for speaking roles. 
· Locations:

· Although we encourage you to be as creative as possible, please remember that all the films must be produced in Wales and so locations should be thought out carefully.
· Due to the budget constraints of the project and time limitations involved during production, we would also prefer to keep the number of location changes per script to a reasonable limit. 
· Language: 

· Stories in the medium of English or Welsh will be considered.
Who are we looking for? – Pwy sy’n cael cynnig?
· The scheme is open to both New and Established Writers who have a passion for scriptwriting and a story to tell – no matter your age.
· We welcome applications from across the nation; from Welsh communities in all potential languages, minority ethnic communities, and from those with disabilities. 
· Writers must be either resident, or have been born in Wales.  
· Scripts will be developed, along with the writers, by experienced script editors and producers.
How will projects and talent be selected? –

· Scripts will be read and assessed by a panel with a background in television drama at BBC Cymru | Wales. A shortlist will be drawn up and those scripts will be developed further before the final 6 short scripts will then be selected. 
· The scripts which are selected to be produced will be allocated to a Director by It’s My Shout Production Ltd and BBC Cymru | Wales.
· All selected scripts will be produced to broadcast standard.
